2. Complete a Kerusso Dayz application application found in the mailroom, Kenoyer
Hall lobby, Johnson Hall 2FN lobby, Campus Center or online at
www.mccks.edu/student_life/kerusso.

3. Attach a $25 non-refundable, non-transferable deposit with the application. If
writing a check, make it payable to MCC.

4. Return your completed application and deposit by Monday, November 29th by 5
pm to Ben Grogg in the Student Development Office.

5. Attend the required additional pre-trip training and meetings unique to your par-
ticular Kerusso Dayz trip.

6. Send out support letters based upon the information that will be given to all
Kerusso Dayz trip participants in a meeting Thursday, December 2nd at 6:00 p.m. in
the Campus Center board room.

Kerusso Dayz: trips are treated on a first come, first serve basis.
Estimated costs are figured at the trip being half full.
